
RE-WORDING OF LOCAL RULE 

With immediate effect, a player may mark,  

lift, and clean their ball, without penalty.  

The player must then place his ball on a spot 

within  

ONE CLUB-LENGTH  

of, and not nearer, the hole than where it 

originally lay, that is not in a hazard  

or on a putting green. 

The above Local Rule applies only to a ball that 

is lying on a closely-mown area through the 

green. 
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
