• A national accreditation scheme for golf clubs in the area of junior golf awarded by 
EGU/ELGA  

• The three key areas within the club on which we were assessed:   
 

1. Playing and Coaching 
2. Club Environment 
3. Duty of Care and Child Protection 

The Junior GolfMark Award benefits us as a club, children and parents/guardians.

• Access to appropriate levels of coaching and competition  
• The opportunity to progress to their chosen playing level

motivation and much more  

For Parents: 

• Junior-friendly clubs can be easily identified, assisting parents especially those who do not play golf
